Complainant Manas Ranjan Sahu is absent. His absence is condoned
under Rule 9(2) of the Orissa Information Commission (Appeal Procedure)
Rules, 2006. Prafulla Kumar Kanhar, ABDO-cum-PIO, Golamunda Block,
Kalahandi District is present. Heard the Opposite Party and perused the
record.

It reveals from the record that the Complainant in his form A application
dated 23.12.06 had indicated his desire to receive the information in person.
Hence, the PIO intimated him in form B vide letter no.43 dated 11.01.2007
to deposit Rs.5/- towards cost of information which is within the time as
prescribed under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act,2005(Act for short ). As the
Complainant did not respond to the said intimation the PIO issued a
reminder - - vide letter no.63, dt.22.1.07. Even then the Complainant did
not deposit the said cost. Provision of Rule 4(3) of the Orissa Right to
Information Rules, 2005 is clear that if the Applicant does not deposit the
money towards the cost of information within the period of 15 days from
the date of receipt of such intimation the application shall stand rejected.
While the matter stood thus, the Complainant filed this complaint case
before the State Commission on 10.5.07. Preliminary notice was sent to the

PIO to file his showcause. On receipt of the same, the PIO again intimated
